IMPORT SECURITY FILING (ISF)

Instructions for Importers

Dear Valued Customers,

Beginning January 26th 2009, the US Government will require electronic security

information filed prior to vessel departure. Failure to do so may result in “no load”       

messages, examinations, and penalties of $5,000.00 per transaction when the informed compliance period expires on Jan 26th 2010
Worldwide Logistic Partners Inc. is fully operational and ready to assist with these filings. Having this information transmitted within a secure environment will give you the peace of mind that your confidential information will be protected, while contributing to the security of the supply chain.

ISF Instructions:

Ways we can help you file:

#1) Web Based Interface - Our web based interface will allow you to input the required data straight from your office. We will, in turn, submit the information to CBP on your behalf You will be also able to amend your filings as needed 48 hours prior to arrival of vessel as indicated.

#2) WWLP will enter Data for you – We will have a system to allow all parties, vendor, forwarder or yourselves, to feed us information to file on your behalf. However, utilizing our forwarding services will allow our network to gather most of this information for you, saving you costly manpower hours of follow up, while reducing costs of data collection and filing fees.

Information required:

Mandatory prior to departure:

· Seller

· Buyer

· Container Stuffing Location

· Consolidator (stuffer)

· Importer of record number (applicant ID# (IRS#,EIN,SSN,CBP assigned number)

· Consignee number
· Bill of Lading Number
Flexible data elements: Items must be filed 24 hours prior to loading, but may be amended up to 24 hours prior to arrival at the first port of unloading, or upon loading if the destination is 24 hours voyage to the closest US port.

· Manufacture (or Supplier)

· Ship to Party

· Country of origin (shipping origin)

· Commodity HTS#

Suggestions for data collection:

To begin, identify all of the parties in your supply chain:

· Shippers

· Manufactures / Vendors

· Container stuffing locations

· Consignees

· Forwarders

Next prepare the method of Data collection for filing:

Foreign Vendor PO/Packing list confirmation-

#1) Ask the supplier to submit an “advanced packing list with data elements” included. They should make the booking with the designated forwarder, obtain the HBL# to complete the reminder of the information, then submit to Worldwide Logistic Partners Inc., for electronic filing. Please send to the specific WWLP client representative via email at least 48 hrs prior to container stuffing. E-mail subject should read- Client, B/L and load date.

Submission via spreadsheet prior to loading:

#2) Please have your vendor complete the attached spreadsheet and submit to the specific WWLP client representative via email at least 48 hrs prior to container stuffing.

E-mail subject should read- ISF FILING REQUEST, B/L#, Load Date
